Students must be classified as degree seeking at the time of
application and enrolled in at least six (6) credit hours in Fall/Spring, or three hours in
Summer. A maximum of one scholarship may be provided per semester.

Students must also demonstrate satisfactory academic progress as determined by the
Financial Aid Office. Students currently on financial aid warning, probation, or suspension
are not eligible. Students receiving other forms of financial aid may not receive the
Diversity Mentor Scholarship if it will cause them to exceed their allowable Total Cost of
Attendance calculation.

The amount of the scholarship will vary, with a $1,000 maximum award, depending on
need and the availability of funding. (NOTE: If you have an outstanding balance with the
University, funds will first be applied to paying down your balance. Any remaining balance
will then be distributed to you.)
